Ongoing Planning Projects & Updates

A State Tourism grant application was submitted in September 2018 for the construction and
installation of wayfinding signs consistent with the Red Lodge Wayfinding Plan. Match funds
in the amount of $17,700 were secured towards a total project cost of $53,100.

The Active Transportation Plan Steering Committee repainted the Civic Center parking lot to
improve circulation and continues to research the feasibility for the installation of a parklet or
pedlet in the downtown area.

Community Program News

Resort tax collections for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2018 totaled $789,920.52, an increase
of 2.6% over the previous fiscal year. Total collections for the retail sector was $213,500.83,
highest ever. However, the percentage share for retail collections continues to decline as it is
now 27.0% compared to over 30% a decade ago.

Carbon County gross lodging tax revenue for July - September 2018 was up 20% from the
same period in 2017 and the highest quarterly collection since records began in 1987.
